ENG 032 - Developmental English

Developmental English is intended for students who need assistance in basic writing.
Based on assessment of student needs, instruction includes writing short compositions
in which students demonstrate control of mechanics, word usage and sentence
structure.

Since it requires the ability to do independent
problem solving in the student’s major area of study, the course is designed for students
who are near the end of their programs.
